Youth Sunday School Classes

6-7th Grade Sunday School has a pre-
confirmation focus using the PC(USA) resource, “l
Know My Bible”. One year is spent in the Old Testa-
ment and one year in the New Testament. This class is
taught by Eileen Douglas and Tom Foster and
meets in Room #222.

Confirmation Class — 8th Graders attend a year-long
class to explore what they personally believe and are
introduced to the basic beliefs and organizational
structure of the PC(USA). They use the curriculum
“We Believe” and enlist the support of “covenant part-
ners”, adult members of the congregation, to support
them on their journey of faith. There is no upper age
requirement to attend this class—older youth are
welcome! This class is taught by Art & Sarah Glover
and David & Jean White in Room #214.

9th-12th Sunday School uses a variety of curricula
throughout the school year. This Fall, students will
explore two DVD series called “Modern Parables” and
“Advent Conspiracy” learning about the Bible’s mean-
ing and relevance for their lives. In the Spring, this
class will begin a study called re:form—a youth Bible
study featuring animated short films to frame the
tough theological questions that youth really ask, like
“Who wrote the Bible?” and “Why does God let bad
things happen?
